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Course Description:

Because heart disease continues to be the leading cause of death in the United States and injury a leading cause of death of children, it is important that all learn the basic steps to follow when responding to an emergency. In this course you will learn how to deal with a variety of emergency situations. This course follows the guidelines prescribed by the American Heart Association and meets their requirements for certification in First Aid and CPR.

Essential Outcomes:

· Describe how to recognize and respond to an emergency. 

· Describe how to prioritize care for injuries and sudden illnesses.

· Explain the basics of first aid.

· Demonstrate how to check a conscious person for life-threatening and non life-threatening conditions. 

· Demonstrate how to perform cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR).

· Demonstrate how to use an AED.
