LAP 1 Vocabulary

1. Grapevine – weaving step
2. Jazz Square – box step
3. Sharp, angular port de bra – carriage of the arms
4. Jazz hands – 5 fingers strongly extended
5. Chassé – to chase
6. Chainés turn – chain of turns
7. Ball change – place weight in the ball of the working leg, then back to the supporting leg

8. Pirouette in passé – supporting leg in relevé, working leg “pass” the knee
9. Grand battement – large beat
10. Jazz slide – lift pelvis, back arm high, pointed foot, back knee can be bent

The origins of jazz dance … 
Jazz dance stems from the rhythms and movements of African Americans.  Low-grounded, earthy and pulsating are all characteristics of the moves brought to America by African slaves. The advent of jazz music in America continued to advance and inspire the dance style. Like music, jazz dance is an ever- evolving form of creative expression that mirrors society and its changes throughout the decades. Jazz continued to grow from minstrel and vaudeville shows in the early 1900s, through the flappers and swingers of the 20s and 30s, to the development of ‘trained’ jazz dancers (having backgrounds in ballet and modern dance) for Hollywood movie musicals in the 40s. In the 1950s and 60s jazz dance progressed with the birth of rock-and–roll music and various social dance crazes. Jazz dance style expanded through the disco, punk-rock and break dancing eras of the 70s and 80s. Music videos made a major impact on jazz dance, allowing choreographers and professional dancers a more mainstream venue for developing their craft. Hip hop and street dance have been the most recent movement expressions to influence jazz dance in the recent decades.
