Important details, dates, times:
· COSTUMES:

· Costumes will be determined once the dancers have begun to learn the dance. The dance department will supply and loan costumes when possible. Students must return all borrowed costumes before they can receive their grade. 

· Some typical attire (such as leggings, solid colored tops and sports bras) may be requested from each dancer. If a dancer volunteers to purchase any items as part of costume, it is hers to keep. All dancers will be responsible for their own personal garments (such as tights, undergarments, socks and shoes.) 

· DRESS REHEARSAL:
· Monday, April 24. Full costume and make-up for all dancers. Each dance is given approx. 30 minutes to run light cues, spacing and practice on stage. This process is essential for both the dancers and the tech crew. Please be dressed and ready to dance approx. 30 minutes before your call time in case things run early. This will ensure that the entire night runs smoothly and on schedule.
· Rehearsal times will be announced and posted as soon as possible!
· DANCE SHOWCASE! 
· Tuesday, April 25 = Call for cast and crew is 5:00 pm. All dancers should arrive in dance attire and be ready for a full-cast warm-up on stage promptly at 5:00. After warm-up, dancers will be dismissed back-stage to begin hair and make-up. 
· Doors will open at 6:45 and the show will start at 7:00 pm.
· The Dance Showcase is free to all, general admission seating

· IWA Thespian inductions will also take place the night of the show

· The Showcase will last approximately 1 hour
